II.  DIRECTIONS

1.  DIRECTIONS TO THE DEVENEY’S

FROM THE PENNSYLVANIA TURNPIKE: NE PA, PITTSBURGH, NJ/NY

A.  Get to the PA Turnpike.  If you are traveling down the Northeast Extension of the turnpike, head west when you reach the east - west portion of the turnpike.

· Either from the east or west get off at EXIT 326 (old exit 24) (Valley Forge). 

· After paying the toll stay to the far right and get off the first exit of the Schuylkill Expressway.  Look for Routes 23 or 363 west.

B.    Continue west towards the Valley Forge National Park.  Stay on Route 23 West.

· Travel about 2-3 miles and you will come to traffic light at the intersection of RT 23 and 252. Washington’s Headquarters.  Continue through the intersection.

· Approximately 3 blocks you will see a Texaco Gas Station on the left.  Turn left onto Davis Road. (Note:  If you see the Valley Forge Post Office or the Freedoms Foundation you went too far.)

· Continue on Davis Rd for 2 blocks.  At the intersection turn right on Oakwood Lane.

· Continue on Oakwood for approximately 1 mile until you see a wooden sign on the left indicating “Valley Forge Mountain”.  Turn left onto Paul Lemmen Drive.

· Continue to the top of the hill.  Turn left onto Forge Mountain Drive.

· Stay on Forge Mountain Drive until you can make the second left turn.

· Turn onto Quarry Lane.   WE ARE THE FIRST HOUSE ON THE LEFT SIDE.

FROM  PHILADELPHIA 

· Take the Schuylkill Expressway west to the last exit before the turnpike.  MALL BOULEVARD.  Get off this exit.

· At the traffic light bear to the right onto Mall Blvd. 

· Continue on Mall Blvd. To the next intersection and traffic light.  Bear to the right at this intersection onto Gulph Road.  This road turns into Routes 23 & 363.

· Then follow the Instructions above for the Turnpike at B above.

2.  DIRECTIONS TO THE RADISSON

FROM PHILADELPHIA INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

A. Out of the Airport get onto I-95 South.  Take it to I-476, a few miles.

B. Take I-476  North .  Proceed many miles to the 176 West exit (Schuykill Expressway/Valley Forge/ King of Prussia).
C. Go to the Mall Boulevard exit.  At the traffic light turn left.  At the first traffic light (Goddard Blvd.) turn left.  At the dead-end light, turn right (Gulph Rd.).  Third light should be First Ave., turn right and the first left will be the Radisson.

FROM POINTS SOUTH: DE, MD, DC

A. Take I-95 N through Wilmington and Chester to I-476.

B. Then follow instructions from   Radisson 2B above.

FROM DOWNTOWN, 30 ST. STATION, SOUTH JERSEY


A.  Take Schuykill Expressway  I-76 W to  King of Prussia.  Prior to going through the tolls to the PA Turnpike get off the last exit "Mall Boulevard'.  Continue on Mall Blvd and bear right at the first light.  Take Mall Blvd for approximately 3 blocks to another traffic light.  Turn Right on to Gulph Road.  Ruth Chris' Steak-house is on the right.  Continue on Gulph Road until it turns into Route 23 W.  Approximately 2 miles the Radisson will appear on your right.  total time from the expressway to the Radisson is about 10 minutes.

 

FROM POINTS WEST AND NORTH: PITTSBURGH, NJ, NY


A.  Get on Pennsylvania Turnpike and travel to Valley Forge (Exit 326) Old Exit #24.  Get Off exit at Valley Forge through the toll booths.  Stay to the far right toll booth and when through make the first right off of the Expressway (Rt 76E).  Continue onto Gulph road or Route 23 West for about 2 miles and the Radisson will appear on your right.  Again about 10 minutes from the turnpike exit.
3.  TO THE HUM

FROM THE RADISSON

 

-Take route 23 East until you see an on-ramp to Philadelphia

-Go up on the on ramp which is Route 76 East, Schuylkill Expressway

-Continue on the express way to the Vine Street Expressway heading east.

-As soon as you get on the Vine Street Expressway take the first off ramp 

      which is 22nd Street.

-Take 22nd Street North up to Fairmount Avenue

-Turn right on Fairmount Avenue to Light at the Corner of Eastern State Penitentiary - Corinthian Avenue

-Turn left onto Corinthian Avenue to Girard College straight ahead.

-When you get to the main gate, make a left and follow the wall all the way around to the rear gate.  (If you stop and hop the wall, it’s a V.O..)

Dear Classmates,

I volunteered to be on a committee to work on our Gift to Girard.  At present I am the chairman (thanks Rocco) of a committee of ONE that needs two or three good men to round out the committee, develop a plan, and communicate with our classmates.  Please contact me if you have the time and motivation to be a part of this very important class effort.

Personally, for me volunteering was an easy decision as Girard has been a big part of my life.  After graduation from the Hum, having no Social Security money to use for college and certainly no college fund waiting at home, I began looking for a job.  

Ironically I was asked if I needed a job by the owner of an ice cream store near my home (this is a whole story in itself).  I went to my first interview at Blumcraft of Pittsburgh and was hired mainly for 2 reasons: 1. One of the owners was a lawyer who had studied Stephen Girard’s will and knew of our school.  2. Vernon Drawbaugh, Class of ’54, was a draftsman in Blumcraft’s engineering department.  I learned that he was doing a good job for the firm.

My first job assignment was assisting a man who was very interested in my Girard story.  Within a year the company agreed to pay my tuition at the University of Pittsburgh.  I attended Pitt’s night school for about 9 years and graduated in 1970.  A few years later I earned my MBA. 

 Starting at the bottom, after 44+ years of service to Blumcraft, I was made managing partner upon the death of Louis Blum on March 31, 2004.

I am sure many of you have similar stories of how Girard College, its teachers, governesses, administrators, housemasters, alumni, and classmates affected your life and successes.  We were all given a great opportunity!  

Some members of our class have been giving back to Girard for years.  That’s great!  It is now our turn as THE CLASS OF 1960 to look back, then look forward, and give back by making a commitment to a gift that reflects appreciation to our school and its founder…GIRARD COLLEGE AND STEPHEN GIRARD.
